· Fran Butler was unable to attend the meeting but provided feedback on the progress via email.  (Email attached)

· To-date 14 Orders have been received.

· Fran advised if anyone could separate the orders in the P & F Box which include Easter Egg Raffle and Hot Cross Bun orders.  Delia Rawlings advised that she would separate the orders each day before the afternoon, so that Fran can access the orders easily.

· It was discussed were the Hot Cross Buns (1 Pkt for $6.50) too expensive as Coles was selling 2 pkts for $6.00. When purchasing these buns people have the options not too and that quality will always be considered by the individual.  
· Dawn Barker to collect the order from Baker’s Delight.

· Fran Butler to contact Dawn Barker with all the necessary pick up arrangements prior to Tuesday 3 April 2012.

· Emma Seaman to confirm all orders and volunteer with Fran Butler.  
P & F Disco – Friday 9 March 2012 – Update  
· The disco was fabulous and an enjoyable time was had by those who attended.

· We were advised that Eventful Entertainment (Tom Tapping) was more inclined to do Quiz nights than discos.

· DIVA Entertainment (Nikki Rae Dean) advised that she could be the DJ for future discos arranged by Sacred Heart Primary School.  Nikki advised that she would supply all the prizes on the night.

· There were no prizes issued on the night because we were advised that the DJ would supply the prizes but this did not occur.  This may have caused some students to be disappointed.  

· DIVA Entertainment advised that we could engage her services for future discos at a cost of $400.00 and that she would supply the prizes on the night.

· To-date we have not received the invoice from Eventful Entrainment.  

· DIVA Entertainment requested that she would like to utilize the whole hall for the disco but this would not be suitable as it would interfere with the P & F’s exit procedures.  

· The Year 4-6 Disco had some children screaming/or screaming into other children’s faces.

· See comments attached by Fran Butler and Kimberly Brosztl with reference to the disco.

· Sue Fox advised that children singing and having a fun time is acceptable but children screaming into other people faces and demonstrating disruptive behavior to others is not acceptable.  

· Sue Fox advised that the P & F should buy ten fluorescent vests to be worn by the volunteers so that they can be easily seen.  
· The DJ (Nikki) stopped the music and single out a boy who had been running.  Sue Fox advised that the DJ should be co-ordinating the disco and the discipline of the students are for the volunteers.  The DJ (Nikki) behaviors were not appropriate at this time.  

· The P & F Committee members have received comments that the students preferred the previous disco break up of students (Yrs 1-2, Yrs 3-4 and Yrs 4-6)

· The next disco will cater for an extra half an hour per session.  Years 1-3-1.5Hrs and Years 4-6 – 2.0Hrs 

· The first session Years 1-3 parents utilized the tea/coffee and movie facility.  
· The positioning of volunteers (entrance, disco, kitchen and exit positions) is very important to ensure the smooth running of the event.
· Exit Procedure – Students to be grouped and sit into Year groups (Year1’s sit together etc.)
· After a discussion with Sue Fox it was decided that for future disco’s no “Thank You” chocolate will be issued to the teachers.
